Each cache comes with bank chargers, speaker mikes, belt clips and caring case. All radios can be
reprogrammed in the field for specific operations or missions.
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Emergency Services Bureau

The Emergency Services Bureau is made up of 12 different units consisting of a total of 280 volunteers.
These teams are staffed primarily by volunteers with a few of the sworn staff that act as liaisons to the
units. These volunteers are available 24 hours a day / 7 days a week. These units are available for
emergencies or planned events.

Air Squadron

This team is made up of approximately 60 volunteers. The unit has a Cessna 206 single engine aircraft
based at San Carlos Airport. The unit is available for searches, aerial surveillance and photo missions.
Their plane is equipped with police and fire radios.

Bay Area Mountain Search & Rescue (BAMRU)

This highly skilled wilderness search & rescue and technical rescue team is comprised of approximately 45
members. This team is certified by the Mountain Rescue Association and conduct trainings in places like
Donner Pass and Yosemite.

Dive/Cliff/Marine Unit

Skilled divers, cliff rescue and boat operators. This team is used to patrol and respond to emergencies in
the San Francisco Bay as well as the Pacific Ocean. The unit has highly skilled members that have
rescued many citizens off of such cliffs of Devil Slide on the north coast. Members of this team were used
during the search for Laci Peterson using the side scan sonar equipment.

San Mateo County SAR

Search & Rescue volunteers trained in wild land and urban search & rescue. Approximately 40 members
strong. This unit responds to missing persons, evidence searches, technical rescues and body recoveries.
Some members are experienced in search management and have assisted other counties with their
missing persons. Recently members have assisted with the Cantu search in Tracy.

Mounted Search & Rescue

Horse mounted search & rescue team. This team is a certified search and rescue team in wilderness and
urban search areas. The uniqueness of this team is that while mounted they have a farther search view as
well as their partners (horses) have a keen sense of smell and are apt to detect lost persons quicker than
that of people.

Sheriff's Communications Unit (SCU)

Ham Radio volunteers who staff the Mobile Communications Unit. The members are not only trained in
various types of radio and computer communication but assist with logistical support for many of the
missions.
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Emergency Services Bureau (Continued)

Reserve Deputies

POST (Peace Officers Standards and Training) certified reserve deputies. These volunteers assist the
Sheriff's Office in patrol duties; provide security and traffic duties etc.

Explorer Post 810 (Law Enforcement)

Young adults between the ages of 14-21 who train in law enforcement activities with Sheriff's Deputies.
The Explorers are available for traffic control and other duties at emergencies or planned events. There are
adult volunteers who mentor and supervise the youth on details.

Explorer Post 830 (Search & Rescue)

Young adults between the ages of 14-21 who are trained in Search & Rescue procedures. The Explorers
are available to assist in search and rescue mission as well as planned events. There are adult volunteers
who mentor and supervise the youth on details.

Technical Reserve Unit

Volunteers who can assist with administrative duties at incidents or events. Many of our Sheriff's
Volunteers volunteer in the Sheriff’'s Office assisting with clerical duties i.e. filing, data entry, record keeping
etc.

Sheriff's Volunteers in Policing (SVIP)

Uniformed adults who volunteer time with the Sheriff's Office for various details. They provide
transportation services of vehicles for maintenance, provide uniformed patrol, assist with traffic control at
accident scenes as well as assisting on many special events. They also provided volunteers to the many
divisions of the Sheriff's Office who help with the many day to day tasks.

Ceremonial Unit *

The Ceremonial Unit is comprised of twenty Sheriff's Office personnel from the ranks of Lieutenant,
Sergeants, Deputies and Correctional Officers. The Ceremonial Unit perform color guard and honor guard
details at various functions, including formal events and law enforcement funerals. They also represent the
County of San Mateo at the Annual Peace Office Memorial in Sacramento.

Bomb Squad *

The San Mateo County Sheriff’s Office operates the only bomb squad in San Mateo County. This unit
responds to every jurisdiction in the County and is on-call seven (7) days a week. The unit utilizes bomb
detection canines, robots and other types of technology to assist in detection and defusing explosive
devices. The Bomb Squad has been actively involved in the destruction of explosive materials gathered
from all jurisdictions.
